His various healings as well as His reaction the Mary and Martha as 
they grieved indicate clearly to us his care. 

  

     But we all are most familiar that Jesus ultimately showed His care by His vicarious death 
on the cross! No matter what darkness we face, we know that Jesus provided us a means to 
avoid the greatest of all darkness due to us because of our sin. Through Jesus’ sacri�ice and 
suffering, we can avoid eternal darkness away from the presence of God. 

  

There are many promises 
made to those who rely upon the LORD in times of darkness. Read those promises and 
claim them for yourself! They are written for our bene�it. Among those Psalms is the 
familiar 23rdPsalm.  

  

     “The LORD is my shepherd, I shall not want. He makes me to lie down in green pastures; 
he leadeth me beside the still waters. HE RESTORES MY SOUL…” (KJV) 

  

     When you realize your next dark time, turn to the LORD, He will restore your soul. I 
cannot fully explain the ways of the LORD but I trust what He reveals in His Word.
