Now two leading
Egyptologists are marshaling evidence
from the land of the Pharaohs to an-
swer the question: Did the Exodus ever
happen?

What is the difference between disinformation and misinformation? According to
sources | have consulted, the difference seems to be in the intent of the one spreading the
information. According to Whatls.com:

“Disinformation is sometimes confused with misinformation but the two are distin-
guished by their intention. The purpose of disinformation is to deceive. Although mis-
information is also false, it is presented as truth only because the communicator
does not have the facts straight.”

When | read this description of the difference between disinformation and misinfor-
mation, | was led to another thought. Let us consider that thought below.

When | read the description above | immediately thought of Satan. Satan is the father of
lies and he is the promoter of false information that is intended to deceive us.
